Right Start Child Pedestrian Training Programme – Can You Help?

We are proposing to deliver Lancashire County Council's Right Start Child Pedestrian Training Programme to our Key Stage 1 children. This programme has been developed to enable children to become safer pedestrians.

The programme will involve training the children at the roadside under adult supervision and volunteers are needed to help with this.

If you wish to help as an Approved Trainer, the course content and method of delivery will be explained at a training course delivered by Lancashire County Council Road Safety Team. This will be delivered at a date convenient to you as a volunteer and school, and will take approximately 1.5 hours.  At the end of this training you will receive a Certificate which you can add to your CV. This training will enable you to deliver all three stages. If, however, you can only spare limited time, we would still be grateful to receive your help in the role of Assistant Trainer. To be an Assistant Trainer you would be advised of your role, course content, and Health & Safety brief prior to taking children to the roadside.

The stages consist of:

Stage 1 with Reception Class – approximately 4/6 half day sessions

Stage 2 with Year 1 Class – 3 half day sessions

Stage 3 with year 2 Class – 3 half day sessions
