HEALTH AND SAFETY BRIEF
· One Approved trainer must be present at all practical sessions.

· There must always be a minimum of two, maximum four trainers present.  (Remember on Unit 3 the School Crossing Patrol is there to help cross the children over the road, not to make up ratios).

· All trainers must be over 18 years old to take children to the roadside.
· Maximum ratio of 2 children to 1 adult.

· Walk the route prior to commencement of every unit (if any amendments are required change the route accordingly and sign and date).
· An Approved Trainer must complete the risk assessment for the route that will be used, prior to commencement of every unit and ensure all trainers have read the safety brief contained on the back. 
· Always hold children’s hands.

· Each Trainers must always be in sight of another trainer.

· Trainers and children must wear high visibility jackets.
· Follow the school's accident procedure.

· In the unlikely event of an accident during the course - notify The Road Safety Team immediately on 01772 537960 and in writing to the address below within 48 hours.

· Insurance – Legal Employers & Public Liability Insurance is provided when the Health & Safety guidelines are adhered to.
