From Thwaite Brow Lane, the track that goes east through the woods up to Mount Pleasant. The track jeaves
Thwaite Brow Lane approximately 15m NE of the canal bridge. The track goes south, then sast through the woods
and uphill to a junction with Mount Pleasant. Overall it goes on for about 600m and along its length is wide enough
for horses and people o pass.

Then Mount Pleasant Lane from the junction with the path from Thwaite Brow Woods, going north to ultimately
meet the A6 after the canal bridge. This route is paved/hardcore for the first c.500m, up to Mount Pleasant house
and farm. itis wide enough for vehicles and horses to pass. Continuing north after Mount Pleasant Farm the route
goes gently downhill, between hedges and fields, Thereis a gate just south of Thwaite Cottage. The gate is often
closed but not locked. After Thwaite Brow Cottage the route goes NE for approx 100m to a canal bridge, then
crosses over the canal bridge and ends at & junction with the AB.
